DAY 9: Rome - Venice

After exploring Rome, you shall now visit Venice on the next leg of your 14 day Europe tour! Take
note of the scenery on the way - vineyards and orchards flash in front of a majestic mountain
backdrop.

There is an eclectic mix of different music styles and street art - a
stark opposite of the lifestyle which was reflected in times when the city was divided into East and
West during the Cold War. If you have time before dinner, take a short wander to the river and check
out the highly decorated, Berlin Wall. Tomorrow you will have plenty of time to explore the historical
aspects of the city, but for now...kick your heels up and relish in the freedom of the night!

DAY 12: Berlin - Free day

poignant locations as the Brandenburg Gate, the Reichstag, Memorial to the Murdered Jews of
Europe, the Site of Hitler's Former Bunker, Luftwaffe HQ, 17th June Street, The Berlin Wall, The
Former SS Headquarters, and Checkpoint Charlie. Visitors to Berlin are fascinated with the history
surrounding the division of the city in to East and West, and significant locations which featured in
news bulletins and TV footage of the day. After the walking tour you'll have the rest of the day free to
explore the city.

DAY 13: Berlin - Amsterdam

This morning, you will say your goodbyes to Germany on the final leg of your tour as you return to the
Netherlands. With your DI Travel Explore tour leader giving you a run down on local traditions and
culture, you will be given an opportunity to indulge three of the most iconic Dutch products - cheese,
clogs and windmills!
