South Africa is a haven of spectacular scenery, abundant wildlife, diverse cultures 
and first world norms, all topped with a healthy and invigorating climate. These 
qualities make it an adventure destination not to be missed. A country virtually the 
size of Europe with over 3000 kilometres of unspoiled coastline, boasting climatic 
differences from searing hot desert to snow-capped peaks, and varied cultures from 
the original Bushman to the most Western of ways. We visit the highlights, but leave 
the beaten track to explore the great outdoors and visit a variety of African eco-
systems. Overnight stops are all at comfortable Lodges, in pristine reserves, high in 
the mountains, or on the beach, always in truly unique surroundings. The tour is 
enjoyed by those with a flexible attitude and adventurous mentality. 
 



In Ancient Egypt explore Cairo, Luxor and Aswan & Cruise the Nile. Visit the Great 
Pyramids, Sphinx, Philae Temple, Luxor Temple and the Valley of the Kings. With 
sand-covered tombs, austere pyramids and towering Pharaonic temples, Egypt 
brings out the explorer in all of us. Visit the Valley of the Kings in Luxor, where 
Tutankhamun’s tomb was unearthed, and see the glittering finds in the Egyptian 
Museum in Cairo. Hop off a Nile boat to visit Dendara, Edfu or one of the other 
waterside temples, cross Lake Nasser to see Ramses II’s masterpiece at Abu 
Simbel, or trek into the desert to find the traces of Roman trading outposts. You 
never know – your donkey might stumble across yet another find, for that is the way 
many previous discoveries were made. 

 

 
 
DAY 1:   DEPART FROM AUSTRALIA 
 
DAY 2:  ARRIVE JOHANNESBURG SOUTH AFRICA.  

Arrive in South Africa, clear immigration, and take a taxi to the GREENFIRE LODGE 
JOHANNESBURG for your overnight hotel accommodation.  The remainder of the 
day is free to explore at leisure 

DAY 3: JHB – BUSH LODGE 

Departing from the GREENFIRE LODGE JOHANNESBURG at 06h30, we set off on 
the scenic road to Mpumalanga. We enjoy a brunch stop in the historic town of 
Dullstroom before we wind our way down the Drakensberg escarpment and into the 



untamed Lowveld. The road is filled with scenic beauty, from mountain passes to the 
Acacia trees scattered across the African bushveld. 

We spend the next two nights at our well-appointed GREENFIRE BUSH LODGE, 
which is situated in a private reserve within the greater Kruger National Park; an area 
where animals roam naturally and unrestricted. Being on a privately owned reserve 
allows us the freedom to explore the wilderness in search of a variety of animals 
both on foot and in open game drive vehicles. 

The tented lodge blends into the bush and offers comfortable beds, en-suite 
bathrooms, a refreshing splash pool, and stunning views over the surrounding 
wilderness. Dinner tonight is cooked in the traditional manner over an open fire.

DAY 4: BUSH LODGE 

As is custom in the bush, we start the day with a light breakfast of coffee and rusks 
before embarking on a guided game walk within this Big 5 area. Although we will 
walk for some three hours, the purpose is not to cover distance but rather to search 
for animals and to focus on the smaller things one misses while out driving around in 
the bush. A Drifters guide and/or tracker lead all walks. Before the heat of the day, 
we return to the lodge for a sumptuous brunch, after which it’s time to relax around 
the lodge and enjoy the serenity of the surrounding wilderness. 

In the afternoon, we conduct an open vehicle game drive which develops into an 
extensive night drive, all the time searching for animals. Being in the bush at night 
provides us with the opportunity of viewing nocturnal animals. This evening we enjoy 
a hearty bush “braai” cooked on an open fire. Fall asleep to the sounds of the wild.

DAY 5: PANORAMA ROUTE TO HAZYVIEW 

Rising with the African sun, we enjoy a hearty breakfast before setting off to explore 
the highlights of the Panorama Route. Our first stop will be to view the impressive 
Blyde River Canyon, then on to Bourke’s Luck Potholes, Gods Window, and the cozy 
little town of Graskop where we enjoy an own expense lunch. The Panorama Route 
offers guests some of the best natural wonders in the area and we will spend as 
much time as possible at each of the highlights. 



This afternoon we descend the Kowyns Pass and after a full day, we make our way 
to the GREENFIRE LODGE HAZYVIEW, a log cabin built spectacularly on stilts in 
the indigenous forest on the banks of the Sabie River. We will spend two nights here.

DAY 6: KRUGER NATIONAL PARK 

An early start, we depart at sunrise and travel the short distance to enter a different 
area of the Kruger National Park for a full day of game viewing. Slowly traversing in 
search of the many animals that inhabit this area, we enjoy the high vantage point 
and comfort of our well-equipped vehicle. Our guide will take time to explain the 
behaviour of the animals we see in this fascinating environment. 
Although most of the day will be spent game viewing, we will stop at various 
designated sites to stretch our legs, to enjoy brunch, and to wander around one of 
the park’s rest camps. Late this afternoon we exit the park and return to the comfort 
of our GREENFIRE LODGE HAZYVIEW.

DAY 7: SWAZILAND 

We depart in the morning and enjoy a scenic drive south before we leave South 
Africa and cross the border into the Kingdom of the Swazi. A small landlocked 
country, Swaziland is rich in culture and natural beauty. Our journey today takes us 
into an area of spectacular scenery and past numerous traditional homesteads 
surrounded by vast fields of sugarcane. Our first destination is Sibebe rock, a granite 
mountain rising some 350m above the Mbuluzi valley. We spend some time here at 
the foot of the mountain while our guides explain more about the history and beliefs 
surrounding Sibebe. 

In the late afternoon we drive the short distance via the Capital of Mbabane to our 
accommodation for the night. On arrival we check in and enjoy a catered meal.

DAY 8: ZULULAND 

Today we follow the winding roads through Swaziland and cross back into South 
Africa in the late morning. After completing the border formalities, we enter Zululand, 
an area once ruled by the infamous Shaka Zulu. The reserves in this area are lush 
and offer protection to a variety of indigenous animals including Black and White 
Rhino. 

This afternoon we enjoy a game experience that will allow us to appreciate the fauna 
and flora of the Zulu Kingdom.

DAY 9 – 10: DRAKENSBURG 

Traveling inland today, we pass through a tranquil region of rolling hills, but don’t be 
fooled, this region has hosted many historic wars fought over time by the Zulu’s, the 
Boers (pioneer settlers), the British, and many others fighting for a stake in Africa. 
Our lunch stop will be at one of the famous battlefields in the area where we will 
have time to learn a bit more about this fascinating time in South Africa’s history. 

This afternoon we reach the majestic Drakensberg mountain range, “Barrier of 
Spears”. On reaching the foothills, we transfer to a 4×4 vehicle, and then enjoy an 
exciting drive on mountain tracks high up to the GREENFIRE LODGE 
DRAKENSBERG. Guests are welcome to skip the drive and walk up the mountain to 
the lodge. 

We spend two nights here in cozy log cabins and will have a day of hiking, exploring, 
and simply enjoying the wonders of this national heritage site. A walk to the San 
Rock Art gallery is well worth the effort. Pony trekking is also available.

DAY 11 – 12: DOLPHIN COAST 

A relaxed start, after a transfer (or walk) back down to our vehicle, it is with new 
energy that we make our way toward the Indian Ocean. Our journey today will take 
us through the rolling hills and natural beauty of the Natal Midlands. We stop for an 
own expense lunch near Nottingham Road before continuing to the Mandela Capture 
site for a short visit, from where we continue and travel down to the coast where we 
spend the next two nights. 

The GREENFIRE LODGE DOLPHIN COAST is located literally on the beach and 
the sound of the waves pounding is relentless. We will have a “free” day here to 
spend soaking up the sun and simply enjoying the beach and warm ocean, or to 
stroll through the village enjoying the cheerful hospitality. One night we enjoy a 
traditional fish braai on the lodge’s patio. Lunch and dinner are own expense. Guests 
can also choose to visit the city of Durban on their free day.

DAY 13 – 14: WILD COAST 

Setting off early, we pass through the outskirts of Durban this morning and follow the 
coast south into an area that can only be described as one of the highlights of the 
tour – The Wild Coast. Having formerly been an independent homeland, there has 
been little development in this area resulting in endless unspoiled beaches, natural 
estuaries, rolling grassland, and a tapestry of traditional Xhosa villages. We will 
spend two nights at a remote GREENFIRE LODGE and will spend a full day 
exploring this rugged but stunningly beautiful area. Our guide will take us on an 
extended hike along this stretch of coastline that offers some of the best hiking 
routes in the country. Guests will also have the option to relax on the secluded beach 
in front of the lodge or to go and swim in a nearby waterfall.

DAY 15: FRONTIER COUNTRY 

Leaving the lush coastal forests behind, our journey will take us into what is known 
as the “Frontier Country”, a region that was settled in the 1820’s by European 
immigrants and that was host to many frontier wars. The road is defined by scattered 
hills and deep valleys with distant glimpses of the ocean. 
We cover some distance today and spend the night in comfortable accommodation 
overlooking the city of Grahamstown.

DAY 16 – 17: GARDEN ROUTE 

Entering the renowned Garden Route today, our first stop will be at the Tsitsikamma 
Coastal National Park. Located in a marine reserve, the hike offers spectacular 
views and we enjoy a walk along the rugged coast and over the suspension bridge 
spanning the Storms River. 
We spend the night in the Storms River area. The area offers a variety of optional 
activities for guests. Optional excursions include kayak trips, mountain bike rides in 
the forest, a tour of the local township, and many more (own expense). 
The next day guests will depart from Storms River and make their way to Knysna 
where they will spend the night and have time for some more activities. One lunch 
and one dinner will be own expense.

DAY 18 – 20: CAPE TOWN 

We leave Knysna to travel through the Garden Route’s Lake District and then to 
follow the “Whale Route” through Hermanus and around the Hottentots Holland 
Mountains. Arriving in the “Mother City”, Cape Town, in the late afternoon, we check 
into the GREENFIRE LODGE CAPE TOWN, which is conveniently situated in 
Seapoint. 

Cape Town is undoubtedly one of the most beautiful cities in the world and we will 
spend two full days here – visiting Cape Point, Hout Bay, The Waterfront, secluded 
beaches, a wine farm, and many other attractions. We will also hike up Table 
Mountain. Lunches and dinners in Cape Town are own expense.

This tour ends at 16h00 on Day 20. If arranging an onward flight on this day, please 
allow time for an airport transfer and for check-in procedures (up to three hours). 
Those wishing to visit Robben Island should advise their guide early in the tour as 
prior bookings are essential. The day by day descriptions published are intended as 
a rough guideline only. Adventure travel by nature is unpredictable, weather 
patterns, game migrations, road conditions and a multitude of other factors may 
necessitate itinerary changes that ultimately are for the client’s benefit. It is essential 
that clients are flexible and open minded in this regard. 

DAY 20: CAPE TOWN to CAIRO, EGYPT. 

This tour ends at 16h00 on Day 20. Transfer to Cape Town airport by taxi and 
fly overnight to Cairo in Egypt. 

DAY 21 : Arrive in Cairo 

 
Upon your arrival at Cairo airport you will be met by our local representative, who will 
assist you through immigration and passport control and collecting your baggage. 
You will then be transferred to your hotel, where your Egyptologist tour guide, who 
will accompany you for the duration of the tour, will brief you about the tour package 
and the incredible experiences you will have over the following eight days. Overnight 
at your hotel in Cairo. 



DAY 22: Giza Pyramids - Sphinx - Sakkara 

 
This morning you will experience the icons of ancient Egypt! Your Egyptologist guide 
will accompany you to the Giza pyramid complex, where you can see the Great 
Pyramid of Giza, the Pyramid of Khafre, the Pyramid of Menkaure, and the Great 
Sphinx. We'll then visit Sakkara to see the unique step pyramid of Zoser (also known 
as Djoser), the first ever pyramid, constructed of six tombs built on top of each other. 

DAY 23: Aswan - Philae Temple - Nile Cruise 

 
Early this morning you will be transferred to the airport for a short internal flight down 
to Aswan. Upon arrival you will be transferred to our 5-star Nile cruise ship. After 
some time to freshen up we'll begin our Nile quest by visiting the High Dam of 
Aswan, where your guide will explain to you how the construction of the dam and 
subsequent creation of Lake Nasser required the relocation of the Nubian people 
and several important historical monuments, including Abu Simbel, which you have 
the opportunity to visit tomorrow. We'll then take a short boat ride to Agilkia Island to 
explore the Temple of Isis at Philae. Built during the Ptolemaic Kingdom (305 BC to 
30 BC), the temple is dedicated to Isis, one of the oldest goddesses of ancient Egypt 
and worshipped as the paragon of motherly virtues. It is believed that the last 
Egyptian hieroglyph was written on the island of Philae in the late fourth century. 



DAY 24: Kom-Ombo - Edfu - Nile Cruise 

 
This morning you will have the opportunity to join our optional excursion to the 
temples of Abu Simbel, two massive temples in southern Egypt. Part of a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site known as the "Nubian Monuments", these iconic temples were 
carved out of the mountainside in the 13th century BC, during the reign of Pharaoh 
Ramesses II. 

The tour then continues with a visit to the Temple of Kom-Ombo, a unique 'double' 
temple dedicated to both the crocodile god Sobek, and the falcon god Haroeris 
(Horus). After some time to explore the temple, we'll head to Edfu. Also dedicated to 
Horus, this temple is more than 2,000 years old but was covered by sand until it was 
re-discovered by a French expedition in 1798. Because it was hidden for so long it is 
the most well preserved temple in Egypt. We'll then continue on to Luxor, where we'll 
spend the night onboard the 5-star cruise ship. 

DAY 25: Luxor - Karnak Temple - Nile Cruise 

 
After breakfast we will arrive in Luxor and tour the East Bank of Luxor. Experience 
the incredible Karnak temple complex, part of the ancient city of Thebes. Dedicated 
to the powerful ram-headed god Amun, it offers a vast mix of temples, chapels, 
statues and obelisks. We'll then explore Luxor temple, an place of worship that is 
dedicated to three gods: Amun, his wife Mut and his son Khons. Together these 
temples and gods are key players in the great Opet Festival which was held each 
year during the flood season. 



DAY 26: Valley of the Kings - Hatshepsut - Hurghada 

 
This morning we'll start our tour of the west bank with a visit to the World famous 
Valley of the Kings, where you can enter some of the incredible tombs of the New 
Kingdom Pharaohs, such as King Tutankhamen. We'll then get to experience the 
Temple of Hatshepsut (Deir El Bahary), the mortuary temple of the only Pharaoh 
Queen that ruled Egypt. The day will finish off with a visit to the great Colossi of 
Memnon, the last remains of Amenophis III’s temple. We'll then take our air-
conditioned private bus to Hurghada on the Red Sea coast, where we'll be staying in 
an all-inclusive resort. 

DAY 27: Hurghada - Free day 

 
This is a free day for you to enjoy however you wish. The resort in Hurghada offers a 
large swimming pool complex, long sandy beaches and all-inclusive food and drink; 
total relaxation awaits! Alternatively, you can choose to take part in any number of 
water sport activities, including full-day snorkelling and scuba diving excursions. The 
seas around Hurghada offer some of the best coral reef dive spots in the world, 
giving the opportunity to see many colorful fish species, including the Red Sea 
Clownfish, Emperor Angelfish, Picasso Trigger Fish and Moray Eels. Overnight at 
the resort in Hurghada. 



DAY 28: Hurghada - Cairo 

 
This morning we'll take an air-conditioned private mini bus back to Cairo. After some 
time to freshen up at our hotel, we'll visit the Egyptian museum to learn more about 
the country's incredible ancient history, followed by the old city of Cairo where you 
can explore Khan El Khalili, a bazaar crammed with souvenir shops, cafés and 
shisha bars. 

DAY 29: Departure 

 
The tour ends after breakfast at our hotel in Cairo, with transfers included to take you 
to the airport for your flight home. If you wish to extend your stay in Cairo, please 
contact us.

This accounts for restaurant meals, casual help and the services of the guide or 
guides that you will meet on your tour. 

In Southern and East Africa it is classified as a common courtesy to TIP “casual help 
(guides)”. 

This TIP is not something that is forced upon you by any means, but in many industries 
of tourism it is customary. It works as follows: if you believe your guide has lived up to 
your expectations and has performed his/her job in a way that you respect and are 
happy with the services rendered, an amount of R 50 per day or equivalent amount of 
R50 per day in any major currency per person per day would constitute a fantastic tip. 
Remember that this is just a guideline and is not by any means compulsory, but seen 
as common courtesy in Southern and East Africa.
